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Neighborhood association 1s an autonomous organization which 1is
organized independently by residents based on the independence and
awareness of local residents. Neighborhood association aims to create a
comfortable community, and it plays a variety of role to create bright
community.

The role of neighborhood association was recognized again when the Great
Hanshin-Awaji Earthquake occurred in 1995. Then, residents helped each
other, led by the neighborhood association to where fire trucks, ambulances,
and aftermath supplies could not reach. Therefore, residents had to deal
with the disaster independently such as fire extinguishing, lifesaving, and
sharing of daily goods.

Joining the neighborhood association is optional, but the city recommends
to join in order to create a comfortable community.

@®Neighborhood association’s main activities

« Communication and Coordination between Residents
Coordination with various organizations, welfare volunteer activities, e.t.c

« Environmental Beautification Activity
Resource recovery, planting activity, maintenance of garbage dump, etc.

* Promotion of Traffic Safety and Crime Prevention Activities
Traffic safety activity, implementation of crime prevention activities, etc.

* Disaster Prevention and Fire Prevention
Creating a voluntary fire prevention team, fire prevention training, etc.

* Maintenance of Street Light
Submitting installation request for street light and security light, and
maintenance etc.

* Recreation
Various recreation, sports festival, New Year’s party, etc.

* Requests for City
Submitting regional environment improvement request, etc (e.g.
road/street related requests)
